Training Days GIM/AIM

AIM training days –There are three or four AIM training days per year. They are organised by trainees and consultants.
GIM training days – These are organised by Consultants and there are several of these over the year and one is a joint Royal College Day. Specialist Skill
Over the 5 year rotation, trainees need to develop a specialist skill. Options for this include procedures (e.g. UGI endoscopy, bronchoscopy), a specialty interest (e.g. intensive care medicine), research, teaching or management. A degree of attainment/qualification is required for each of the specialist skills. The AIM 2009 curriculum has details of this.
Curricula/Assessments
The curricula to follow are the 2009 GIM and 2009 AIM for those who are doing dual certification. For up to date details on the number and type of assessments required, please check on the JRCPTB website. There should be AIM and GIM 2010 curricula from August onwards.
Specialty Certificate Examination (SCE)
The Specialty Certificate Examination (SCE) in Acute Medicineis is held once a year.
